Prefix

Key vocabulary

A prefix is added at the beginning of the
word to alter the meaning of the word-e.g
disappear

Suffix

A suffixis an’ending’, used at the end of
one word to turn itinto another word- e.g
teacher

Root word

Aroot word is a word or word part that can
form the basis of new words through the
addition of prefixes and suffixes- acting-
the root word is act.

Compound
word

A compound word contains at least
two root words- e.g whiteboard and
bookshop

\Vowvel

The letters a,e,i,o,u

Consonants

Most of the letters of the alphabet
represent consonants; the letters 3, e, i, o, u
are vowels.

Homophone

Two different words are homophones if
they sound exactly the same when
pronounced.

Homonym

Two different words are homonyms if they
both look exactly the same when written,
and sound exactly the same when
pronounced.

Word class

Every word belongs to a word class which
summarises the ways in which it can be
used in grammar- e.g noun, adverb,
adjective

Etymology

A word's etymology is its history: its origins
in earlier forms of English or other
languages, and how its form and meaning
have changed.

Morphology

A word’'s morphology is its internal make-
up in terms of root words and suffixes or
prefixes.
